
 
 

Castle Auditorium 
Named for William 
Donald Schaefer 

 
 Formal commemoration of 
the naming of the William Donald 
Schaefer Auditorium occurred 
during the Baltimore City College 
Hall of Fame induction ceremony 
on October 23, 2009 at the Castle 
on the Hill. 
 In a letter from City Hall 
dated July 24, 2009, Baltimore 
Mayor Sheila A. Dixon officially 
endorsed the formal naming of 
the Baltimore City College Castle 
on the Hill’s auditorium in order 
to identify the venue as the 
William Donald Schaefer 
Auditorium. Dixon characterized 
the naming as a thoughtful and 
appropriate action to 
acknowledge the Honorable 
William Donald Schaefer, Class 
of 1939 and Hall of Fame 
member, in the year of his 70th 
reunion celebration. Also, the 
naming of the William Donald 
Schaefer Auditorium was cited as 
an apt commemoration for the 
decades-long career of an 
outstanding public servant and 
his intense dedication to the City 
of Baltimore and the State of 
Maryland. 

 In addition, Alumni Association 
board members and officers of the 
Baltimore City College had an 
equally as important reason for 
tangibly commemorating the 
Honorable William Donald 
Schaefer. Nicknamed “Wild Man” 
in the 1939 Green Bag yearbook, 
William Donald Schaefer has 
always been a determined force to 
preserve the academic heritage 
and the achievement tradition of 
the Baltimore City College as well 
as the existence of his beloved 
alma mater’s Castle on the Hill 
school building.   
 The endorsement of the 
naming by Mayor Dixon was crucial 
due to the fact that the City of 
Baltimore owns the school building 
used by the Baltimore City Public 
School System. In effect, Baltimore 
City Mayor Dixon served as the 
landlord’s agent for the Castle on 
the Hill of the Baltimore City 
College. Strong encouragement for 
Mayor Dixon’s endorsement came 
from David S. Cordish, Class of 
1956 and Hall of Fame member, 
the C. E. O. of Cordish Co. 
 At the meeting of the 
Baltimore City Board of School 
Commissioners on August 11, 
2009, members of the school 
board and members of the school 
system central administration were 
made aware of the naming of the 

William Donald Schaefer 
Auditorium. 
 William Donald Schaefer 
Auditorium in the Castle on the 
Hill established the first venue 
recognition in a City of Baltimore 
owned building for Schaefer who 
is a former Baltimore City Council 
member and president, Mayor of 
Baltimore, and Governor and 
Comptroller of Maryland.  For 
venue identification at the 
William Donald Schaefer 
Auditorium, as one of its 60th 
reunion class gifts, the Baltimore 
City College Class of 1949 has 
provided the architectural 
prismatic lettering on the wall 
between and above the two 
center-front doors to the facility. 
The venue identification appears 
just beneath the carved wood, 
black and gold leaf City Forever 
threshold banner recently 
installed by the Alumni 
Association. 
 On behalf of the Alumni 
Association, Neil R. Bernstein, 
Class of 1954 and Hall of Fame 
instigated the naming of the 
William Donald Schafer 
Auditorium. 
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Another Fitting 
Honor for Public 
Servant Schaefer 

 
 Gov. Schaefer was also 
honored on November 02, 2009 – 
his 88th birthday – when a long 
anticipated statue was dedicated 
on the west shore of the Inner 
Harbor south of the Harbor Place 
Light Street Pavilion. The 7’2” 
likeness of Gov. Schaefer was 
sculpted by local artist Rodney 
Carroll and sits as center piece of 
a tree and shrub-filled garden 
designed by landscape architect 
Carol Macht. In a final touch, the 
statue sits on stone slabs and a 
home plate shaped base that lift 
it. Fittingly, music for the 
dedication ceremony was 
supplied by the Morgan State 
University choir and the 
Marching Knights from Gov. 
Schaefer’s beloved alma mater 
who played “City  Forever!”. The 
BCCAA Board of Governors 
passed a resolution urging 2010 
president Arnold B. Fruman 
BCC’64 to send a letter of thanks 
to Poly alumnus Willard 
Hackerman who paid for the 
statue.              
 
2009 City College Hall 
of Fame Induction Held 

 
 Baltimore City College’s 171st 
year got off to an auspicious start 
with the induction of another 
stellar group of six alumni into 
the BCC Hall of Fame. The 
ceremony was held in the William 
Donald Schaefer Auditorium on 
the morning of October 23, 2009. 
Inductees and Hall members, 
students, alumni and special 
guests were entertained with 

musical numbers provided by 
Patrick Alston and the BCC Concert 
Band conducted by Director of 
Bands James Childs BCC’99. 
Among the special guests on hand 
for the occasion included BCC Hall 
of Famers, several former City 
coaches,  State Senator Joan 
Conaway, Baltimore County 
Councilman Kenneth Oliver, 
Baltimore County Sheriff R. Jay 
Fisher BCC’65,  and Poly Principal 
Barney Wilson.  
 

Introducing the BCC 
2009 Hall of Fame 

Inductees 
 
 John A. Anderson BCC’65 who 
was presented by Sean Moran, 
President of the BCC’10 Class. 
After serving a five year enlistment 
in the U.S. Air Force Sheriff 
Anderson went to work at the 
Baltimore City Sheriff’s Office as a 
deputy. While working there 
Sheriff Anderson earned an 
Associate of Arts degree in criminal 
justice from Baltimore City 
Community College and a 
Bachelor’s Degree – also in 
criminal justice – from what’s now 
Towson University. In 1980 Sheriff 
Anderson was promoted to 
supervisor deputy and appointed 
Sheriff of Baltimore in 1989 by 
Gov. William Donald Schaefer. 
Since then Sheriff Anderson has 
served for 20 years in that elected 
post and won 99.5% of the votes 
cast for that position in the 2006 
election. Over the years Sheriff 
John Anderson has been able to 
claim several other titles including 
educator, humanitarian, law 
enforcement organization official, 
lecturer, mentor of at-risk youth, 
etc.   

 Albert B. Einstein, Jr. M.D. 
BCC’59 who was presented by 
Quintez Collins, President of the 
BCC’11 Class. After graduating 
from City, Dr. Einstein earned an 
undergraduate degree at 
Princeton University and his 
medical doctorate from Cornell 
University Medical College. After 
completing internship at Johns 
Hopkins Hospital, Dr. Einstein 
served residency at Johns 
Hopkins and University of 
Washington hospitals. Next came 
terms as a clinical associate at the 
National Cancer Institute at 
Bethesda MD and a fellowship in 
hematology/medical oncology at 
University of Washington. Other 
assignments included six years in 
an oncology practice at Virginia 
Mason Clinic in Seattle and six 
years as associate director at H. 
Lee Moffit Center and a 
professorship at the University of 
South Florida in Tampa. Noted as 
a researcher and frequent 
medical journal contributor, Dr. 
Einstein currently is executive 
director at the Swedish Cancer 
Institute in Seattle. City can sure 
boast of the achievements of its 
own Dr. Albert Einstein.   
 Rev. Kenneth S. Jones BCC’37 
who was presented by Alexandra 
Odom, President of the BCC’12 
Class. In 1938 Life magazine 
recognized Rev. Jones’s potential 
and named him their “Typical 
White Collar Youth” for that year. 
During WWII Rev. Jones served 
with the U.S. Army in Europe and 
acted as interim mayor of 
Wurtzberg, Germany for a time. 
As an ordained United Methodist 
Church minister, Rev. Jones 
traveled to the former Belgian 
Congo as a missionary; led 
several congregations as pastor 
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including the American Church in 
Brussels, Belgium, Baltimore’s 
Mt. Vernon Church, and Faith 
United Methodist Church in 
Rockville MD; and was a district 
supervisor until his retirement. As 
a volunteer, Rev. Jones has 
helped those in need here at 
home and for the past fifteen 
years has led volunteers to Russia 
to make repairs at hospitals, 
orphanages, and senior citizen’s 
residences. Rev. Ken Jones’s 
other avocations include author, 
journalist, radio personality, 
model railroader, veteran 
association chaplain, confidant to 
elected officials (presidents, 
governors, and mayors), and 
political activist.          
 Martin R. Resnick BCC’49 
who was presented by Eddie 
Scott, President of the SGA. After 
matriculating to the University of 
Maryland’s School of Pharmacy, 
Mr. Resnick decided filling 
prescriptions just wasn’t exciting 
enough for him and changed 
careers. Moving to retail, Mr. 
Resnick held sales and buyer 
positions with Sears Roebuck, 
H.L. Green-McCrory Co., and 
Hecht-May stores. In 1964 Mr. 
Resnick opened his own business 
Eudowood Gardens – a banquet 
and catering facility located in 
Towson. Years of 18/7/365 work 
days paid off eventually as Mr. 
Resnick went on to open nine 
more banquet/catering facilities 
under his company name – 
Martin’s. Today Martin’s has six 
establishments in operation that 
are capable of feeding up to 
20,000 people at the same time 
and employs hundreds of 
workers. Martin Resnick remains 
well-known in the Baltimore area 

as a charity board member, 
humanitarian, and philanthropist.     
 Irvin P. Schloss BCC’39 was 
installed posthumously, 
represented by his classmate and 
friend Morton M. Krieger, M.D. 
BCC’39, and presented by Shari 
Groover, representing the Debate 
Team. After graduating from City 
Mr. Schloss worked his way 
through the University of Maryland 
and commuted each day from his 
West Baltimore home to his 
College Park classes before earning 
an undergraduate degree in 1943. 
After enlisting for WWII U.S. Army 
service, Mr. Schloss received 
specialized training at Ohio State 
University and was assigned to a 
Sherman tank unit. In January, 
1945 – just ten days short of his 
22nd birthday – Mr. Schloss was 
blinded after his tank was struck by 
a German anti-tank rocket. After 
treatment, convalescence, and 
occupational therapy; Mr. Schloss 
returned home to Baltimore in late 
1945. In 1948 Mr. Schloss went to 
work with the Blinded Veteran’s 
Association and soon advanced 
from editor to Association 
president. Ten years later Mr. 
Schloss was hired by the American 
Federation of the Blind where as a 
lobbyist he worked with key U.S. 
Senators to write and have 
enacted landmark legislation to 
benefit the challenged including 
The Rehabilitation Act of 1973 and 
The Individuals with Disabilities 
Education Act (1975).          
 William E. “Willie” Scroggs 
BCC’65 who was presented by 
Christopher Miller, representing 
the Honor Society. As a member of 
championship football and lacrosse 
squads at City, Coach Scroggs won 
seven varsity letters, a 
McCormick’s Unsung Hero Award, 

and High School All-American 
recognition in lacrosse. Attending 
Johns Hopkins University, Coach 
Scroggs distinguished himself 
academically and played on 
championship football and 
lacrosse teams there. After his 
college graduation Coach Scroggs 
went into teaching and coached 
both on the high school (Gilman 
School) and college (Johns 
Hopkins University) levels. In 
1979 Coach Scroggs left Johns 
Hopkins, where he was an 
assistant coach, to become head 
lacrosse coach at the University 
of North Carolina in Chapel Hill. 
During his eleven year tenure 
there, Coach Scroggs’s Tar Heel 
squads won six Atlantic Coast 
Conference championships and 
three NCCAA National Titles. 
Today with over thirty years at 
the University of North Carolina, 
Coach Scroggs is an associate 
athletic director there.                

 

Why the Hall of 
Fame Happens 

 
 October 23, 2009 was the 
twenty-second Hall of Fame 
induction ceremony since the 
Baltimore City College Alumni 
Association decided the annual 
Hall of Fame induction should be 
re-instituted. The Alumni 
Association made it happen in 
1988 to provide a prelude to the 
school’s 150th anniversary in 
1989. 
 In establishing the Baltimore 
City College Hall of Fame 
Committee, the Alumni 
Association made the Hall of 
Fame Committee autonomous, 
independent, and self-
perpetuating. It was done to 
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insure there would be an arms 
length relationship between the 
Alumni Association and the Hall 
of Fame Committee. 
 Since 1988, the selection and 
induction process for BCC Hall of 
Fame membership has remained 
entirely in the hands of the Hall 
of Fame Committee. The Hall of 
Fame Committee welcomes 
nomination letters from alumni 
and friends of BCC and any letters 
of nomination are added to prior 
nominations. From the pool of 
nominations, inductees are 
selected for the year at hand. As 
has been the case since 1988, to 
support annual Hall of Fame 
activities, the Alumni Association 
has paid for all induction and 
celebration expenses incurred by 
the Baltimore City College Hall of 
Fame Committee. 
 The Commission on 
Secondary Education of the 
Middle States Association credits 
the BCC Alumni Association with 
being “the only continuous force 
to maintain the focus of the 
school.” At Baltimore City 
College, the continuing impact of 
the annual Hall of Fame induction 
as maintained by the Alumni 
Association and Hall of Fame 
Committee certainly proves the 
point.

McCormick BCC’15 and Hall of 
Fame.) Hugh P. McCormick’s 
participation in the armed forces 
concluded upon his retirement 
from the U.S. Naval Reserve with 
the rank of commander.  
 The investment of the 
endowment and disbursement of 
the annual return on investment 
for the Hugh P. McCormick 
Scholarship Fund has been 
entrusted to the Trustees of the 
Baltimore City College 
Scholarship Funds, Inc. Calvin 
Anderson, Jr. BCC’63 and Hall of 
Fame, president of the Trustees, 
affirms that the new scholarship 
endowment brings the number of 
permanent scholarships held by 
the organization to a total of 33.

Who was Gaylord R. 
Auer? 

 
 Gaylord R. Auer went to work 
at the Bacharach & Raisin Sporting 
Goods Company in 1919 as a stock 
boy and in a short time became 
sole owner. Holder of a patent for 
the type of lacrosse stick still in use 
today, Auer and a Canadian 
partner made most of the lacrosse 
sticks sold in the U.S. and Canada 
between 1929 and 1969. Because 
of his proficiency in and service to 
the game of lacrosse, Auer 
received many honors including 
being made an honorary Indian 
chief and induction into the 
National Lacrosse Hall of Fame. 
Auer died in 2002. [Editor’s note: 
Lacrosse Hall of Fame documents 
list Gaylord R. Auer as having 
played lacrosse at Baltimore City 
College. No information about his 
days at City or graduation year is 
available. Can you help?]    

 

Reporting the Deaths 
of Three BCC Hall of 

Fame Members 
 

 John H. Fischer, Ph.D. BCC’27 – 
who was a Hall member for 
decades – died at his Westwood 
MA home on December 18, 2009 
at age 99. Dr. Fischer earned his 
undergraduate degrees at State 
Normal School (now Towson 
University) and Johns Hopkins 
University and his master’s degree 
and doctorate at Columbia 

University. Beginning his teaching 
career in city public schools in 
1930, Dr. Fischer was named 
superintendent of city schools in 
1953. He was reputed at that 
time to be the youngest 
superintendent in the school 
system’s history.  Dr. Fischer’s 
leadership in effecting the 
smooth desegregation of the 
school system earned him many 
honors including the 1954 
Hollander Award for Race 
Relations. In 1959, Dr. Fischer 
joined the administration of 
Teachers College at Columbia 
University as dean and eventually 
served as college president from 
1962 until his retirement in 1974. 
Dr. John H. Fischer was the father 
of David H. Fischer BCC’53 and 
Miles P. Fischer BCC’55.        
 Bernard Manekin BCC’30 – 
who was inducted into the Hall in 
1988 – died on September 05, 
2009. After graduating from City, 
Manekin earned $6 for working a 
55-hour week at Marlboro Shirt 
Co. while attending University of 
Maryland’s law school at night. 
After starting his law practice in 
1936 and converting single-family 
houses for apartment use, 
Manekin enlisted to serve during 
WWII as a captain in the U.S. 
Army Adjutant General Corps. 
After his discharge Bernard 
Manekin joined his late brother 
Harold (BCC’33) to form their 
commercial real estate business – 
Manekin & Co – a firm credited 
with developing, owning, or 
influencing most major 
commercial buildings built in 
Baltimore since WWII. Their 
projects ranged from leasing One 
Charles Center to renovating the 
Lord Baltimore Hotel to Oriole 
Park at Camden Yards to 
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converting the old Maryland 
Casualty Co. headquarters in 
Hampden to retail and office use 
as The Rotunda. Among Bernard 
Manekin’s survivors are his sons 
Richard P. (BCC’63) and Robert 
A. (BCC’66). 
 John C. Burdette, Jr. BCC’39 – 
who was inducted into the Hall in 
2003 – died on December 07, 
2009. After earning an electrical 
engineering degree at Johns 
Hopkins University Burdette 
served in the Pacific Theater 
during WWII as a U.S. Army Signal 
Corps captain. During a 40-year 
plus career as an engineer 
Burdette worked for Celanese 
Corp. and Egli & Gompf 
Engineering Co. before co-
founding and serving as a partner 
in Burdette, Kohler, and Murphy 
& Associates – a mechanical and 
electrical engineering firm until 
retiring in 1989.         

 

Another BCC “Great 
Lady” Passes 

 
 Professor Mildred K. Sheff 
taught Latin at City from 1947 
until her retirement in 1973 and 
influenced thousands of 
Collegians. Among those who 
commented on their fond 
memories of classes with Mrs. 
Sheff in her Sun newspaper 
obituary were Hall of Famers 
Larry S. Gibson BCC’60, Del. 
Samuel I. “Sandy” Rosenberg 
BCC’68, and Kurt L. Schmoke 
BCC’67.  In retirement Mrs. 
Scheff remained a champion for 
political and social causes. Over 
the past five decades plus (and 
until the last months of her life), 
Mrs. Sheff was a regular and 
popular guest at just about every 

reunion held by the graduating 
classes from the era during which 
she taught. A little known fact 
about Mrs. Sheff was that her late 
husband of 50 years Joseph A. 
Sheff taught at the Baltimore 
Polytechnic Institute for many 
years. At her death, Mrs. Sheff was 
96 years young. [Editor’s note: 
Mort Miller BCC’49 told us that 
Mrs. Sheff was looking forward to 
attending and being honored at his 
class’s 60th reunion when she fell 
ill.]  

 

Alumni Passings 
 

BCC’20 
 Paul Schenker, M.D. at age 9 in 
1912 sold newspapers that headlined 
accounts of the sinking of the SS 
Titanic on a street corner and as a 15-
year-old observed and survived the flu 
pandemic of 1918. After earning a 
medical degree at the University of 
Maryland’s School of Medicine Dr. 
Schenker  made thousands of house 
calls, performed surgeries at three 
local hospitals, and served as city 
coroner for a time during a sixty-year 
medical career before retiring for 
good in the late 1980s. Many of Dr. 
Schenker’s patients lacked the money 
to pay him but still were treated. 
Why? Dr. Schenker explained, 
“…When I went to medical school, I 
was taught to treat sick people – not 
black people, white people or yellow 
people...” For this dedication to duty 
the University’s medical school 
honored Dr. Schenker with its initial 
Lifetime Achievement Award as the 
school’s oldest living alumnus. At 106, 
we believe Dr. Schenker was also City 
College’s oldest living alumnus. His 
family reported he still enjoyed 
playing poker, dining out, and having 
his daily glass of Wild Turkey whiskey 
until just prior to his death.      

 
 
 

BCC’31 
 Daniel S. Sullivan, Jr. earned an 
undergraduate degree at Catholic 
University of America and a law 
degree from the University of 
Maryland’s law school and had 
established his law practice before 
serving in Europe during WWII as a 
medic with the U.S. Army’s 239th 
General Hospital. Practicing until 
2006 at an office in Towson’s 
Carrollton Building, Sullivan 
continued to play tournament tennis 
and won five gold medals in Senior 
Olympics competition while in his 
80s. At his death Sullivan was 96 and 
had lived near his family in Houston 
TX for two years.   

 
BCC’33 

 Carl E. Bailey, D.D.S. interrupted 
his dental practice for WWII service. 
After the War, Dr. Bailey returned to 
his offices in the Medical Arts 
Building where he practiced for a 
total of 48 years before retiring.   

 
BCC’34 

 Charles F. Hoffmaster served 
during WWII as a gunner aboard U.S. 
Army Air Corps bombers. A 70-year 
resident of Randallstown MD, 
Hoffmaster owned/operated a 
turkey farm in that community for 
many years. As a second career 
Hoffmaster worked for two decades 
as a school bus dispatcher in 
Baltimore County.  

 
BCC’36 

 Robert “Bob” Levin was born in 
Norfolk VA but moved to Baltimore 
in 1919 as an infant after his mother 
died in the flu pandemic. During 
WWII Levin served stateside from 
1941 through 1945 as a U.S. Army 
Air Corps captain. His civilian career 
– until his retirement in the mid-
1980s – was in accounting, 
bookkeeping, and office 
management. Over the years his 
family relocated to Florida, Georgia, 
and Kansas where he died at age 91.

 Paul M. “Mickey” Pardew 
started attending a rival high school 
– then located on North Avenue – 
but transferred to City to become 
part of the highly-rated swimming 
team. After earning a mechanical 
engineering degree at Johns Hopkins 
University, Pardew helped build 
WWII military aircraft at the old 
Glenn L. Martin Co.-Middle River 
facility. At age 28 Pardew took up 
tennis and won several amateur 
championships on the municipal clay 
courts at Clifton and Druid Hill parks 
before retiring from competition 57 
years later. From 1960 to 1976 
Pardew coached Calvert Hall College 
tennis teams that won several 
individual and team MSA titles. As 
far as business is concerned, Pardew 
and his sons designed, built and 
operated an ice rink, golf range, and 
swimming and tennis clubs on a 
large Towson tract known as 
“Orchard” as well as the Golden Ring 
Swimming Club in Essex and the 
Benfield Pines Ice Rink at Millersville 
(MD).       

 
BCC’37 

 James A. Pavesich interrupted 
his studies at the University of 
Maryland-College Park to serve 
during WWII as a staff sergeant 
attached to the U.S. Army Air Corps’ 
Annihilators B-26 Bomber Group. 
After earning his business degree in 
1948, Pavesich joined the old 
Commercial Credit Co. where he 
worked until retiring in 1985 as a 
vice president and regional 
manager.  

 
BCC’38 

 H. Lee “Captain Lee” Allers, Jr. 
was a member of the football, ice 
hockey, and lacrosse teams while at 
City. After working for a short time 
in Southern Maryland as a Maryland 
State trooper, Allers joined the U.S. 
Marine Corps air wing during WWII 
where as a navigator he flew 
missions in non-combat areas. Upon 

returning home Allers worked days 
selling insurance for Ohio Casualty Co. 
while earning his law degree at 
University of Baltimore’s law school. 
For 58 years Allers practiced law at 
offices in downtown Baltimore, 
Towson, and Timonium before retiring 
in 2008. In his spare time Allers was a 
familiar figure on Chesapeake Bay as 
he sailed between Havre de Grace and 
Cape Henry.   
 Gilbert V. Rubin earned an 
undergraduate degree at Johns 
Hopkins University before serving 
during WWII as a U.S. Army Air Corps 
captain/flight controller. After his 
discharge Rubin earned his law degree 
and briefly practiced as an attorney 
before joining the Baltimore City 
Board of Municipal and Zoning 
Appeals where he served for 49 years 
before retiring in 1996 as executive 
director. A noted wine connoisseur, 
Rubin was fond of collecting vintages 
which he shared with relatives and 
friends.  
 Walter W. Windsor served in 
England during WWII with the U.S. 
Army as a bomb loader and in 
telecommunications. After his 
discharge Windsor earned a business 
degree at the University of Baltimore 
and then worked as a certified public 
accountant at Johns Hopkins Hospital 
and the old Baltimore City Hospitals.  

 
BCC’39 

 Rev. Watson T. Bartholome, Jr. 
and Gov. William Donald Schaefer 
were classmates and “best buds” 
when they attended City. Fr. 
Bartholome – an attorney and 
Episcopal priest assigned to the San 
Jose CA diocese – returned to 
Baltimore in 1989 for his 50th class 
reunion and his beloved City College’s 
150th anniversary celebration. 
[Editor’s note: Fr. Bartholome, who 
died in September, 2008, resided at 
Tulare CA.]       
 William P. Fiemer attended 
Maryland Institute College of Art and 
the University of Maryland and 

worked at Glenn L. Martin Co.-
Middle River before enlisting for U.S. 
Army Air Corps WWII service. 
Trained as a P-40 Warhawk fighter 
pilot, Fiemer joined the 79th Fighter 
Group and flew seven missions over 
Italy. On mission #8 Fiemer’s plane 
was shot down and he parachuted 
to a hard landing in Axis-controlled 
territory. Friendly Italian partisans 
found the injured pilot and 
summoned seven Canadian soldiers 
who carried him for days to a point 
where an American jeep picked him 
up. At a hospital Fiemer was 
diagnosed with a broken neck and 
spent the balance of his enlistment 
recovering. After being deactivated 
Fiemer joined the Baltimore City 
Police Department and worked as a 
laboratory technician before retiring 
in 1971. Remaining in the U.S. Air 
Force reserves, Fiemer was 
reactivated during the Korean 
conflict for duty and then retired 
from the military in 1981 as a 
lieutenant colonel. After his 
retirement from the police force 
Fiemer worked for the Maryland 
Motor Vehicle Administration as a 
license examiner before retiring for 
good in 1983.     
 Raymond K. Hebden enlisted in 
the U.S. Army Air Corps in 1940 and 
was stationed at Hickham Field in 
Hawaii at the time of the attack on 
Pearl Harbor. After attending 
Chemical Warfare School at 
Edgewood Arsenal (MD) Hebden 
spent the rest of the War as a staff 
sergeant operating in Europe. After 
earning his pilot’s license Hebden 
repaired aircraft in the Baltimore 
area before joining Westinghouse 
Electric Co. where he inspected 
aircraft and supervised mechanics 
until retiring in 1983.  

 
BCC’40 

 Raymond M. Geisendaffer, Sr. 
boxed semi-professionally as a 
middle weight while attending City 
and then served during WWII in 
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North Africa and Italy as a U.S. Army 
military policeman. After his 
discharge Geisendaffer delivered 
milk, drove a cab, and sold real 
estate before going to work for the 
old Pennsylvania Railroad in 1952. 
During a 30-year career as a 
railroader Geisendaffer worked as a 
brakeman on freight trains for many 
years until being promoted in the 
last six years of his career to work as 
a passenger train conductor on runs 
between Washington DC and New 
York City.   

 
BCC’41 

 Joseph R. “Bob” Aumiller served 
with the U.S. Navy during WWII 
aboard the battleship USS South 
Dakota as a boatswain’s mate and 
musician. After his discharge 
Aumiller used the G.I. Bill of Rights 
and earned a business 
administration degree at Johns 
Hopkins University. Aumiller retired 
in 1985 as an accounting supervisor 
and manager after a 40 year plus 
career with the C&P Telephone Co. 
and its successor Bell Atlantic. After 
retiring, Aumiller realized a dream 
by playing trumpet in area big bands 
including the George Hipp and Zim 
Zimarel orchestras. 
 John I. “Jack” Heise played 
lacrosse, served as an 
undergraduate student basketball 
team manager at the University of 
Maryland-College Park, and married 
a cheerleader after his 1947 
graduation. For 60 years Heise was 
known as “Mr. Terrapin” as he only 
missed attending a few home and 
away basketball and football games 
and practices and penned weekly 
hand-written letters of support to 
coaches up to and including 
incumbents Ralph Friedgen and Gary 
Williams. A generous donor to U of 
M athletics, Heise was a former 
president of both the Terrapin and 
M Clubs and a 2007 University of 
Maryland Athletic Hall of Fame 
inductee. A semiretired Bethesda 

(MD) attorney, Heise was fatally 
stricken two months shy of his 85th 
birthday upon arriving home after 
attending a dinner honoring another 
Terrapin booster.   
 

BCC’42 
 James D. “Jim” Nolan participated 
during WWII in the D-Day invasion, 
Battle of the Bulge, and the liberation 
of a German concentration camp at 
Flossenburg as a U.S. Army 741st Tank 
Corps sergeant major. After returning 
home, Nolan earned his law degree 
from the University of Maryland 
under the G.I. Bill and remained in the 
Army reserve where he attained the 
rank of major and retired from the 
military in 1965. In the 1960s Nolan 
began serving as general counsel to 
the old Maryland Blue Shield plan and 
co-founded his own Towson (MD) law 
firm – Nolan, Plumhoff and Williams. 
Retiring in 1985 from his law practice 
and as Blue Shield’s president, Nolan 
spent 18 years in Florida before 
returning the Baltimore area in 2003 
to work at his son’s law offices and 
volunteer with the Baltimore County 
Legal Aid Bureau.     
 C. Eugene Schmidt served in the 
U.S. Navy during WWII and took part 
in the D-Day invasion aboard a landing 
ship tank. After the War Schmidt 
remained in the naval reserve as a 
lieutenant commander and worked 
for the B&O Railroad as a claims clerk 
while earning a law degree at 
University of Baltimore night school. 
As an attorney Schmidt maintained a 
private practice, served for a time as a 
magistrate, and handled legal work 
for the B&O Railroad, Baltimore 
County, and the Maryland attorney 
general’s office until retiring in 1997.  

 
BCC’44 

 Robert H. Imhoff, Jr. served with 
the U.S. Army Air Corps during the 
final months of WWII and after his 
discharge earned an undergraduate 
degree at Lincoln Memorial University 
in Harrogate TN. In 1952 Imhoff went 

to work for General Motors 
Acceptance Corporation (GMAC) 
where he was an executive at their 
Baltimore and Alexandria VA office 
until his retirement in 1982. After 
spending several years in retirement 
at Naples FL, Imhoff moved back 
north to be near relatives in 
Upperco, MD. 

 
BCC’45 

 Sylvan Frieman, M.D. earned 
undergraduate and medical degrees 
at the University of Maryland and 
completed his residency at the old 
Lutheran Hospital while serving as a 
U.S. Air Force captain. After his 
discharge Dr. Frieman and his 
partners established an obstetrics 
and gynecology practice that had 
offices at five locations. In addition, 
Dr. Frieman was attending physician 
on the staff of four area hospitals 
and taught at Johns Hopkins 
University and University of 
Maryland schools of medicine and 
two nursing schools. After working 
for nearly four decades Dr. Frieman 
sold his practice in 1995 and retired.   
 Israel H. “Sonny” Weiner, M.D. 
served two years with the U.S. Navy 
after WWII before earning an 
undergraduate degree at Johns 
Hopkins University and a medical 
doctorate at the University of 
Maryland’s School of Medicine. 
After his internship and residency at 
University of Maryland Hospital, Dr. 
Weiner served two years with the 
U.S. Air Force stationed at Lackland 
Air Force Base in Texas. After his 
discharge Dr. Weiner was on staff as 
a neurosurgeon at University of 
Maryland Hospital and Franklin 
Square, Northwest, and St. Joseph 
Medical Centers. For 33 years until 
retiring in 1993 Dr. Weiner 
maintained a private neurological 
practice with offices on York Road in 
Lutherville MD and chaired or 
consulted for medical boards.       
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BCC’46 
 Irvin L. “Irv” Finifter, after 
graduating from Maryland Institute 
College of Art, worked  a variety of 
jobs including performing magic and 
puppet shows, doing clown acts at 
kids’ parties, waiting tables at the 
old Pimlico Hotel, and drawing 
caricatures at bar and bat mitzvahs.  
Finifter went on to teach art in city 
public schools for 29 years. In the 
1950s and 1960s Finifter was a 
familiar figure each summer in 
Ocean City MD where he drew 
caricatures on the beach and 
boardwalk and ran three Face Place 
caricature stores. Regarded as a 
master practitioner and teacher of 
the technique of caricature, Finifter 
owned the Quick Draw caricature 
stand at Harborplace from 1980 
until 1997. In 1999 Finifter retired to 
Florida.  
 Charles A. Martak, Sr. moved to 
Tidewater Virginia nearly 60 years 
ago where he worked for American 
Bank Stationery Co., served as 
executive director of the Tidewater 
Better Business Bureau, and was 
associated with Pinkerton Security 
Co. Martak was also active in church, 
fraternal, and service organizations.  

 
BCC’47 

 Harry J. Karukas served with the 
U.S. Army Counter Intelligence Corps 
in Austria in the post WWII years. 
After working at his father’s Oriole 
Tower restaurant on Broadway near 
Harford Road Karukas bought an 
interest in the old Bowie Inn near 
Bowie Racetrack. Eventually Karukas 
rebuilt and expanded the Inn which 
he operated until the mid 1980’s 
when health concerns forced an 
early retirement. After retiring, 
Karukas relocated to the San Diego 
and San Fernando Valley areas of 
California.

 Norman W. Lavy, M.D. earned an 
undergraduate degree at Johns 
Hopkins University and his medical 
degree from University of Maryland’s 
School of Medicine before joining the 
U.S. Air Force where he commanded 
the U.S.A.F. hospital at Manchester 
NH as a major for two years. During 
his medical career Dr. Lavy was a 
surgeon and taught at the Robert 
Wood Johnson University Medical 
Center at New Brunswick NJ. At the 
Johns Hopkins University, Dr. Lavy and 
his wife supported the Smokler Center 
for Jewish Life and founded/endowed 
the Lavy Colloquium for Jewish 
Studies Department. Dr. Norman W. 
Lavy was the brother of Richard C. 
Lavy, M.D. BCC’52 (Annapolis MD).  

 
BCC’49 

 The BCC Class of 1949 has 
reported – without details – the death 
of their classmates Stuart J. 
Abrahams, M.D. who resided in 
Jackson WY and Maurice J. Herman.   
 Donald A. Otenasek attended 
Loyola College and graduated from 
Georgetown University’s Edmund A. 
Walsh School of Foreign Service. 
During a 25-year journalism career 
with the old News American 
newspapers Otenasek worked as a 
reporter and financial editor and 
headed the union representing 
bargaining unit employees until those 
papers ceased publication in 1986.    

 
BCC’50 

 His family has reported without 
detail that Richard L. Alverson 
(Cincinnati OH) died on August 04, 
2007.  
 Marvin L. Venick earned his 
degree in pharmacy at the University 
of Maryland’s School of Pharmacy and 
served stateside during the mid-1950s 
as a U.S. Navy pharmacist’s mate. 
Venick retired in 1988 after a 30-year 
career as a pharmacist with the old 
Read Drug and Chemical Co. and Giant 
Food Inc.  

BCC’51 
 Raymond M. “Ray” Blank 
earned undergraduate and law 
degrees from the University of 
Maryland. While still in his 20s 
Raymond Blank joined with his late 
brothers Alvin (BCC’43) and Morton 
(BCC’46) to form Northern 
Acceptance Corporation (better 
know as NAC) – one of America’s 
first retail credit card companies. 
After NAC was sold Raymond Blank 
worked for a time as administrative 
vice president of the old E.J. 
Korvette stores, consulted for the 
Rouse Co., and wrote a book on 
career strategies. 

 
BCC’52 

 Jerome A. “Jerry” Gross worked 
his way through undergraduate and 
law schools at the University of 
Baltimore. As an attorney and CPA, 
Gross co-founded Gross Mendelsohn 
& Associates P.A. in 1960. That 
downtown Baltimore firm provides 
accounting and consulting services 
to businesses, charitable 
foundations, and families in the 
area. Gross and his business partner 
Martin S. “Marty” Mendelsohn 
BCC’47 sold their business and 
retired last year.     

 
BCC’53 

 George A. Kay, III earned an 
undergraduate degree in business 
and industrial management at Johns 
Hopkins University before serving a 
two-year hitch as a U.S. Army 
Engineers Corps lieutenant. After 30 
years spent at Armco Steel Co. Inc., 
Kay retired in 1991 as vice president 
for commercial affairs for Armco’s 
Eastern Steel Division. After 
retirement Kay moved back to the 
Severna Park (MD) area and founded 
a steel distributorship – Bay State 
Steel.

After his discharge, 
Dr. Sobkov completed a University 
of Kentucky graduate course in 
periodontics before opening his 
practice in 1967. Before his 60th 
birthday Dr. Sobkov retired to take 
courses and travel as he pursued his 
two hobbies – filmmaking and home 
brewing beer.

 Jerome Lawrence “Larry/Jerry” 
Ettlin was on the swim and track 
teams at City before earning an 
undergraduate degree at the 
University of Maryland-College Park. 
During a 30-year career in city 
schools Ettlin taught at junior high 
schools and special-education 
centers – including the William S. 
Baer and Joseph S. Briscoe schools – 
before retiring in 1992. (The 
nickname “Jerry” came not from his 
first name but because his students 
thought he resembled comedian 
Jerry Lewis.) For many years Ettlin 
volunteered at Maryland Special 
Olympics wheelchair racing and 
speed ice skating competitions. As 
an avocation Ettlin also managed the 
Green Valley private swim and 
tennis clubs located in Reisterstown 
MD for 35 years. Jerome Lawrence 
Ettlin was the brother of retired Sun 
newspaper editor David M. Ettlin 
BCC’63. 

 
BCC’59 

 Perry A. Eagle, M.D. earned a 
bachelor’s degree at University of 
Maryland-College Park and his 
medical doctorate at the University’s 
School of Medicine. After 

completing a hand surgery fellowship 
at Grace Hospital in Detroit MI and 
orthopedic surgical residency at 
Allegheny General Hospital in 
Pittsburgh PA, Dr. Eagle opened an 
orthopedic practice in York PA where 
he treated patients for nearly 40 years 
before retiring in 2007 due to health 
concerns. 

 
BCC’60 

 Louis J. Applefeld, D.V.M. 
practiced veterinary medicine at an 
office located on Johnnycake Road in 
the Gwynn Oak section of Baltimore 
County. 

 
BCC’02 

 Dianne N. Grainger, as a gifted 
musician, played for four years with 
BCC’s Marching Knights, Concert 
Band, Knights of Jazz, and Wind 
Ensemble.  Ms. Grainger matriculated 
to Howard University where she was a 
member of the marching, concert, and 
jazz bands, pledged to Sigma Iota 
International Music Fraternity for 
Women, and earned a bachelor’s 
degree in music education in 2007.  
Ms. Grainger then joined the faculty 
at Baltimore County’s Deer Park 
Magnet Middle School as a music 
teacher. In August, 2009 Ms. Grainger 
was finalizing plans to open a music 
school for children and just two 
months short of her 25th birthday 
when fatally injured in an auto 
mishap.   

 

The Demise of Latin 
 

 For the first time since the 
curriculum was significantly revamped 
in the late 1970’s, Latin will no longer 
be a required course for freshmen at 
the Baltimore City College. Beginning 
with the 2010-2011 academic year, 
Latin is to become an elective.

In justifying the 
end of the Latin requirement for 9th 
graders, current principal Timothy 
Dawson alluded to coordination 
problems with the Foreign Language 
program at BCC. Principal Dawson 
also demeaned Latin as a “dead” 
language.

 An unusually harsh winter 
played havoc with both the 
academic and sports schedules at 
City and all schools in the Baltimore 
area. Several snowstorms – 
including three full-blown blizzards – 
dropped an unheard of total 
accumulation of nearly seven feet of 
snow in the area and forced schools 
to close and expend all their allotted 
“snow days” plus.   

 

Knights “Drop” 
Another 

Heartbreaker  
to the Engineers 

 
 Despite a herculean effort by 
Quarterback Adrian Coxson BCC’10, 
City’s eleven was edged 26 to 20 in 
overtime by arch-rival Poly in the 
121st annual City-Poly Game on 
November 07, 2009. Coxson, a wide 
receiver who was pressed into 
action as signal caller in 2009, threw 
two touchdown passes and ran for 
143 yards including a 92-yard 
scamper that tied the game in the 
fourth quarter. The main reason for 
City’s defeat was two costly fumbles 
in the “Red Zone” within the Poly 
10-yard line late in the fourth 
quarter and early in overtime. The 
historic series record now stands 60-
55-6 in Poly’s favor. Our Knights 
ended their 2009 season with a 7-3 
record and just missed the State 
Division 2A playoffs. The Engineers 
were eliminated in their first playoff 
game.        

 

BCC Grid Star Ranked 
High Nationally 

 
 Adrian Coxson BCC’10 was rated 
as one of the top 105 high school 
football players in America by ESPN 
and scout.com. Although ranked 
among the ten top pass catchers in 
the country, Coxson started and 
starred at quarterback for the Knights 
during the 2009 season. Named to the 
Sun newspaper’s post season All-
Metro First Team, Coxson was lauded 
for his athletic ability at both 
positions. Highly recruited by major 
Division I programs like Maryland, 
Georgia, Notre Dame, Oklahoma, and 
Penn State; Coxson has now 
committed to play his college football 
for the Florida Gators next fall.    

 
BCC Athletes Head to 
Division 1 Colleges 
on Scholarships 

 
 With the 2009-2010 school year 
athletic season winding down many 
area high school competitors have 
signed “letters of intent” to accept 
scholarships to study and play at 
colleges and universities. Included in 
those making their choices known 
were two young men who played 
basketball at City. C.J. Fair, who 
played at City for a time and 
concluded his prep eligibility at 
Brewster Academy in New Hampshire, 
will matriculate to Syracuse University 
and Jordan Latham will attend Xavier 
University in Cincinnati OH.   

 

Reliving Classic City-
Poly Football 

 
 On the eve of City-Poly #121 
sportscaster Keith Mills, writing in 
Press Box newspaper, recalled some 
classic games in the series. City won in 
1965 and 1966 by lopsided scores of 
52 to 6 and 42 to 6. That Knights’ 
team was anchored by such familiar 

names as Ken Dutton, Thom 
Gatewood, Ara Person, George 
Petrides, Kurt Schmoke, John Sykes 
and Del. Curt Anderson. Gatewood, 
Person, and Sykes all played in the 
NFL. Also highlighted in Mills’ piece 
was City-Poly #99 in 1988 won by 
City 34 to 22. That game featured 
“The Play”. Quarterback Chris Smith 
handed the ball off to fullback Paul 
Williams who scrambled around 30 
yards behind the line of scrimmage 
and threw a pass to Smith who ran 
50 yards for one of the most exciting 
touchdowns in series history.

 City’s debate team opened their 
2009-2010 season at the prestigious 
Wake Forest (NC) University Early Bird 
Tournament and recorded the best 
showing by a Maryland high school 
team in at least ten years.

Opportunity  
to Endow  

Golden Apple Award 
 

 Beginning with the initiation of 
the award by the Alumni Association 
for the Baltimore City College 1993-
1994 school year, the BCCAA has 
presented the Golden Apple Award 
annually to a faculty member at the 
BCC commencement. The Golden 
Apple Award recognizes the faculty 
member who has done the most in 
the current school year to affect the 
retention of students at the school. 
Six specified authorized selection 
participants, representing diverse 
BCC perspectives, choose the 
recipient for each school year. 
 The Baltimore City College 
Golden Apple Award would be a 
very worthwhile beneficiary of the 
support of a donor contributed 
permanent endowment. For as good 
as the Golden Apple award has 
worked for BCC, a permanent 
endowment established with a 
donor contribution of no less than 
$25,000 would make the award 
work even better to recognize 
extraordinary faculty effort. 
 Since the selection of a recipient 
for the 1993-1994 school year, the 
annual honorarium for the award 
has remained at $500 for 15 years. 

The honorarium for the Baltimore City 
College Golden Apple Award should 
be $1,000. The annual honorarium 
could even increase with a 
conservative investment policy for the 
permanent endowment and the 
prudent disbursement of 85% of the 
annual return on investment for each 
year’s honorarium. The remaining 
15% of the annual return on 
investment would be used to increase 
the endowment principal. 
 From the start of Golden Apple 
Award recognition, the honorarium 
for each school year has always come 
from the unrestricted contributions to 
the Alumni Association Annual Fund. 
The permanent endowment of the 
Golden Apple Award would guarantee 
a perpetual source for the annual 
honorarium and release Alumni 
Association Annual Fund dollars for 
other worthwhile forms of school 
support. As a privilege for the donor, 
the Golden Apple Award could carry 
the donor’s name or a name of the 
donor’s choice following the 
establishment of the permanent 
endowment principal. 
 Should a contribution establish a 
permanent endowment for the 
Golden Apple Award, management of 
principal investment and 
disbursement of the available return 
on investment would be assigned to 
the Trustees of the Baltimore City 
College Scholarship Funds, Inc.  Don’t 
be fooled by the name of the 
organization. Since the 1980s the 
Trustees has managed permanent 
endowments with a variety of 
purposes, including the Royce Diener 
Co-Curricular Support Fund.
