Another Sizable and 
Welcome Gift from H. 

Corbin Gwaltney to BCC 
 

 The BCCAA Annual Meeting 
was quite a profitable evening for the 
students of City College as two 
generous gifts from alumni were 
announced. BCCAA Treasurer 
Calvin Anderson Jr. – BCC’63 and 
Hall of Fame member – called 
City’s librarian Mrs. Pamela Johnson 
before the meeting to hear a special 
announcement. The good news was 

in the form of a $50,000 gift for the 
library from H. Corbin Gwaltney 
BCC’39 and Hall of Fame member 
through the T. Rowe Price Charitable 
Giving Program. [Editor’s note: Mr. 
Gwaltney is founder/long-time editor of 
the Johns Hopkins University Alumni 
Newsletter and founder of the Chronicle 
of Higher Education print and on-line 
newspaper. Earlier in 2008 Mr. 
Gwaltney added $50,000 to his 
endowment for a scholarship awarded 
each year to the BCC class 
valedictorian.] The purpose of the 
latest gift “is the establishment of a 
fund, the principal of which is to be 
used for the purchase of books that 
the library would not otherwise be 
able to acquire”. At the request of the 
librarian, all book purchases from the 
fund will be made by the BCCAA. 
The tomes – expected to number 
around 1,000 – will be marked inside 
with the following statement: “This 
belongs to Baltimore City College 
Library because of the magnanimous 
2008 contribution of H. Corbin 
Gwaltney, member of the Class of 
1939 and Hall of Fame.” An area of 
the Library will also be identified as 
“The Corbin Gwaltney Study”.               
 Also announced was a $1,000 
gift from James F. Etheridge 
BCC’49 designated for use to benefit 
the BCC College Advising Office. 

 

A Hundred Grand  
for the BCC Speech and 

Debate Program 
 

 The Abell Foundation started off 
2009 by awarding $100,000 to The 
Gilbert Sandler Fund for Speech and 
Debate at City College. Formed to 
provide annual support for the BCC 
program annually and administered 
by the Baltimore Community 
Foundation, the Fund’s endowment 
currently stands at $285,000 and has 
an ultimate goal of $500,000. 
 Gilbert Sandler, BCC’41 and 
Hall of Fame member, will step 
down this June as longtime leader of 
the speech and debate operation at 
City but will remain active in donor 
relations and fund raising. His 
successor will be local attorney Cyril 
“Cy” Smith. 
 As usual 2008-2009 has been a 
year during which BCC debaters 
gave a good account of themselves in 
competitions locally and up and 
down the East Coast.

Fame Class of 2008 
Inducted 

 
 When the subject of establishing 
a BCC Hall of Fame was brought up 
52 years ago, it was Prof. I. Louis 
Snyder – BCC’38 and BCC June 
’58 class advisor – who predicted the 
number of candidates who might 
qualify for the honor would be 
infinite. Now over 200 inductions 
later, Prof. Snyder’s foresight 
continues to be proven accurate. In a 
ceremony held at The Castle on 
October 31, 2008 five more highly 
qualified alumni were inducted into 
the Hall. 
 

Introducing the BCC Hall 
of Fame 2008 Class: 

 
 Raymond E. Banks Sr. 
BCC’65 was a scholar-athlete while 
attending City and demonstrated his 
versatility by serving as a student 
government official while excelling 
on the football field and meriting 
selection to the BCC Athletic Hall of 
Fame. Career-wise, Rev. Banks 
devoted over 40 years as an educator 
and supervisor in Baltimore City 
Public Schools and administrator in 
both city and Baltimore County 
public schools. Rev. Banks has also 
provided spiritual leadership for over 
a quarter of a century as first an 
itinerant elder in the AME Church 
and then as associate minister at 
Christian Community Church of 
God. When the Scholar-Athlete 
Award program – sponsored by the 
National Football Foundation and the 
College Hall of Fame – is held each 
year, Rev. Banks is called upon to 
deliver both the invocation and 
benediction. Incidentally, Rev. Banks 
is the son of the late legendary 
Morgan State University football 
coach Earl Banks. 
 Albert C. Robinson BCC’69 
was another scholar-athlete who 
earned induction into City’s Athletic 
Hall of Fame, too. During his career, 
Mr. Robinson has devoted over 40 
years service to the City of Baltimore 
and the State of Maryland. Mr. 
Robinson has also donated thousands 
of hours to mentor, coach, and 
counsel students and at-risk youth as 
well as to various civic and political 
causes. As far as City College is 
concerned, for over 35 years Mr. 
Robinson has been in the forefront of 
every effort to improve and enhance 
our school’s services and reputation. 
The beneficiaries of his efforts 
include the BCC Alumni 
Association, the BCC Trustees of the 
Scholarship Funds Inc., and the BCC 
Board of Visitors. If you need 
someone to show up and say a few 
words about City College, Al 

Robinson will be there and ready and 
able to say a few thousand 
meaningful words. 
 Nolan H. Rogers BCC’49 is 
also quite at home in the field of 
athletics. His credentials include 
recognition as an All-Maryland 
basketball player, All-Dixie and 3rd 
team All-American recognition as a 
lacrosse defenseman at Duke 
University, and hall of fame honors 
from the Maryland Lacrosse Club 
and Greater Baltimore Lacrosse 
Foundation chapter. Mr. Rogers has 
also served as both general and field 
manager of the U.S. National 
Lacrosse Team competing in the 
world championships. As far as his 
other career are concerned, Mr. 
Rogers served in the military and for 
over 30 years worked in the 
Maryland Attorney General’s office 
during the terms of six attorneys 
general from Judge C. Ferdinand 
Sybert to J. Joseph Curran inclusive 
and was adviser to four governors. 
 Askew “Skipp” Sanders 
BCC’59 is another one of those BCC 
graduates who exhibits his 
versatility. For over three decades 
Mr. Sanders served in a supervisory 
position with the Maryland State 
Department of Education during 
which he had oversight of public 
education reform, a $4 (b) billion 
operating budget, and 1,500 
employees. Mr. Sanders is 
recognized as a national authority in 
developing educators who specialize 
in African-American male and 
minority student achievement, 
statewide school reform, 
multicultural educational issues, 
teacher preparation and licensing, 
and educational television. During 
the 1970s Mr. Sanders was host of a 
weekly program on social issues on 
WJZ-TV Channel 13. He also has 
recorded fifteen liturgical albums and 
given forty solo performances at 
sacred music programs in the U.S. 
and Europe. 
 John Borland Weaver BCC’55 
continued his education at The 
Peabody Conservatory and served in 
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the military after graduating from 
City. Reputed to be America’s most 
renowned concert organist, Mr. 
Weaver’s talents have been enjoyed 
by thousands on recordings, in 
person at concert halls, colleges, 
cathedrals, and churches, and on 
network radio and television 
programs in the U.S. and Germany. 
Serving as music director at New 
York City’s Madison Avenue 
Presbyterian Church (1970-2005), 
Mr. Weaver also found time to head 
the organ departments at both Curtis 
Institute of Music in Philadelphia 
(1972-2003) and Juilliard School of 
Music (1987-2004). Just to list a few 
of Mr. Weaver’s honors: honorary 
Doctorate of Music degrees from 
Westminster College and Curtis 
Institute of Music, The Peabody 
Conservatory’s Distinguished 
Alumni Award (1989), and the 
American Guild of Organists 
“International Performer of the Year 
(2005).         

 
City-Poly #120 Won  

by the Engineers 
 

 Poly struck for two rushing 
touchdowns and added two two-point 
conversions in the second half to 
shock the Knights 16-13 at 
Ravens/M&T Bank stadium on 
November 8, 2008 in the 120th 
renewal of the 2nd oldest public high 
school football rivalry in the country. 
The victory was coach Roger 
Wrenn’s first in a City-Poly Game, 
sent his Engineers to the state Class 
2A Regional playoffs (where they 
were eliminated), and ended City’s 
season with a 6-4 record. 
 The loss was a particularly 
disappointing one for quarterback 
Ellis Foster BCC’09 who sought to 
lead the Knights to a fourth 
consecutive victory over Poly. 
Foster, who came to City after 
playing Pop Warner League football, 
amassed over 2,000 total yards and 
threw for 19 touchdowns during the 
2008 season. Owner of a 2.7 grade 

point average, Foster will apparently 
get a scholarship to the University of 
Rhode Island.

A Look at BCCAA’s 
Financial “Footprint ” 

 
 As reported by BCCAA 
Treasurer Calvin Anderson Jr. 
BCC’63 and Hall of Fame 
member, BCCAA’s total income for 
the period from the 2007 Annual 
Meeting through the 2008 Annual 
Meeting was over $159,000. Most of 
the money contributed was 
designated for specific purposes: 
Scholarship – over $77,000, Alumni 
Field Fund – over $25,000, Annual 
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Fund – over $22,000, Class of 1957 
Ring Award – over $5,000, and 
Speech and Debate Fund – over 
$2,000. 
 As far as expenditures are 
concerned; over $24,000 was 
appropriated for various programs 
impacting the students, over $15,000 
was BCCAA operating expenses, 
and over $5,000 was spent on 
activities surrounding the BCC Hall 
of Fame including recognition of 
prior and new inductees. Student 
support grants went for items as 
varied as uniform/robes for musical 
groups, underwriting a reading event 
and student civil rights and service 
trips, training and recognition of 
athletes, and recognizing faculty 
members involved in student 
retention. 

 
Administration for 3 BCC 
Scholarships Transferred 

 
 Acting on a suggestion made by 
Calvin Anderson BCC’63 and Hall 
of Fame, the Baltimore City Board 
of Finance has transferred 
management of three long-standing 
BCC scholarships from the city 
Department of Finance to the 
Trustees of the Baltimore City 
College Scholarship Funds. Involved 
are The Carl Otto Schoenrich 
Memorial Award, The Edgar J. 
Kassen (BCC’38) Memorial 
Award, and the Irvin Berman 
(BCC’27) Memorial Scholarship. 
Participating in the transfer operation 
were Anderson – Trustees’ President 
and BCCAA Treasurer, Robert W. 
Schaefer BCC’51, and Neil R.

Mounted in similar frames 
with identification plates, a 
photograph of W. Stuart 
Symington, III BCC’18 and Hall of

 Symington is recognized for 
serving as the first secretary of the 
U.S. Air Force, 1947-1950. Also, 
Symington, a Democrat, is 
recognized for his tenure 
representing Missouri in the U.S. 
Senate, 1952 to 1976. Benjamin L. 
Cardin BCC’61 and Hall of Fame, 
a current U.S. Senator from 
Maryland, obtained the photograph 
of Symington for the BCCAA. 
 Nice is recognized for serving as 
governor of Maryland. As a 
Republican, Nice was the 50th 
governor of the state and served from 
1935 to 1939. The Maryland 
Department of the Enoch Pratt Free 
Library provided the digital material 
from which the photograph of Nice 
was prepared. 
 Portrait photographs of the other 
BCC graduates who served as 
governor of Maryland, Marvin 
Mandel BCC’37 and Hall of Fame 
and William Donald Schaefer 
BCC’39 and Hall of Fame, have 
been displayed for some time in the 
BCCAA office at BCC. 
 

Banners Unfurled 
 

 A diligent examination of the 
helter-skelter archives at the 
Baltimore City College has resulted 
in the display in the Castle on the 
Hill auditorium of all available 
senior class banners. The gathering 
and mounting of the 43 available 
senior class banners occurred during 
Summer, 2008 because of the 

initiative of BCCAA board member 
Keven L. Gray BCC’71 and Hall 
of Fame. 
 The available senior class 
banners have been placed in 
chronological order in rows along the 
east and west interior walls of the 
auditorium. The location provides a 
prominent display position because 
the low overhanging auditorium 
balcony on those walls was 
eliminated during the 1970s 
renovation of the Castle on the Hill. 
About the only intelligent decision 
made by the school system for the 
renovation was the balcony removal. 
 From the years prior to co-
education, the available senior class 
banners on display are 1939, 1947, 
Feb. 49, June 49, June 50, Feb. 51, 
Feb. 52, 1954, June 58, Feb. 59, 
Feb. 60, Feb. 62, 1963, 1966, June 
68, 1973, and 1978. A very large 
Class of 1913 banner is displayed 
separately. From the co-education 
years, the banners from 1982 
through 2008 are in place with the 
exception of 2003. It is alleged that 
an overly nostalgic member of the 
Class of 2003 purloined the 2003 
banner. Hopefully, the delinquent 
banner will be returned in 
conjunction with the fifth reunion of 
that class. 
 

Possible City-Poly Game 
Exhibit 

 
 The absence of a substantial 
contribution is all that stands in the 
way of a permanent City-Poly 
Football Game exhibit at the Sports 
Legends at Camden Yards. Sports 
Legends, an affiliate of the Babe 
Ruth Birthplace Museum, occupies 
the first floor of the historic building 
adjacent to Oriole Park that was once 
Camden Station for the Baltimore 
and Ohio railroad. 
 Michael L. Gibbons, executive 
director of the institutions., would be 
delighted to have a City-Poly Game 
exhibit designed and installed. 
However, to create and maintain the 

display with all the bells and whistles 
including interactive devices would 
require a contribution of 
approximately $150,000 to Sports 
Legends at Camden Yards. 
 In 2007, what brought about talk 
of a permanent exhibit, was the 
contribution of the unused, mint 
condition ticket 0001 to the 100th 
City-Poly Game of November 24, 
1988 to Sports Legends by a wishful 
thinking BCC alumnus. The same 
BCC alumnus would have loved to 
contribute the head of Walter G. 
Amprey, D. Ed. whose executive 
action during an inauspicious (1991-
1997) tenure as superintendent of the 
Baltimore City Public School System 
resulted in the elimination of 
Thanksgiving Day as the annual date 
for the City-Poly Game.

Target date for completion of the 
project is November 2, 2009 – Gov. 
Schaefer’s 88th birthday.  
 

Rep. Cummings Wins 
Twice on Election Day 

 
Rep. Elijah E. Cummings BCC’63 
and Hall of Fame member garnered 
almost four times as many votes as 
his two opponents combined to retain 
his 7th District seat. According to a 
Sun newspaper article written by 
Washington reporter Paul West – 
with the election of Barack Obama to 
the Presidency – Rep. Cummings 
may now be the most influential 
person in Maryland. In 2004 Rep. 
Cummings hosted a campaign event 
for Pres. Obama when he was 
running for Senate and in 2007 
agreed to head Sen. Obama’s 
Maryland campaign when virtually 
no one gave him a chance of success. 
Most state Democratic Party elected 
officials committed to Sen. Hillary 
Rodham Clinton’s campaign. Rep. 
Cummings is also acquainted with 
Rahm Emanuel, the chief of staff in 
the Obama White House. According 
to West’s article, anyone from 
Maryland seeking to get President 
Obama’s or Emanuel’s ear will need 
to make arrangements through Rep. 
Cummings.

Alumni Nota Bene 

 
 Larry H. Bank, D.D.S. BCC’63 
has devoted the past 36 years to 
meeting the oral health needs of 
some of the city’s most needy 
patients. Working at an office on 
West Pratt Street near Monroe Street, 
Dr. Bank relies on donated supplies 
and a family inheritance to enable 
him to continue to treat poor patients 
– two-thirds of whom have no 
insurance or funds to pay him. 
According to a published report, Dr. 
Bank also distributes food coupons 
to some of his patients and pays for 
antibiotics if they can’t afford them.

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 Judge Bruce S. Lamdin 
BCC’65 took an unusual working 
vacation from the Baltimore County 
District Court bench last fall. Judge 
Lamdin caddied for pro golfer 
Donnie Hammond during 
Constellation Senior Players 
Championship play at Baltimore 
Country Club’s Five Farms course in 
October. 
 Judge Dana M. Levitz BCC’66 
has retired after sitting on the bench 
in Baltimore County’s Third Circuit 
and handling high-profile cases for 
23 years. Prior to his judgeship Judge 
Levitz served as an assistant in both 
the Baltimore City and County 
State’s Attorneys offices. [Editor’s 
note: We apologize for not including 
Judge Levitz in the list of judges 
published in the Fall 2008 edition of this 
Newsletter.]

BCC Hall of Fame 
Advocate for Disabled 

Dead at Age 62 
 

 Joel D. “Jody” Myerberg 
BCC’63 died on October 27, 2008 
after a short additional illness. 
Myerberg was healthy enough to 
participate in extra curricular 
activities while attending City, but 
three years after graduation he was 
diagnosed with multiple sclerosis 
while a junior at University of 
Maryland-College Park. By 
graduation time, Myerberg was 
paralyzed from the chest down and 
confined to a wheelchair. Thus began 
almost four decades of advocacy for 
the challenged that led him to found 
the Maryland Disabilities Forum and 
serve as its director for many years. 
After his death, Gov. Martin 
O’Malley described his impact 
thusly, “For almost 40 years, Joel 
Myerberg had been an important and 
powerful advocate for Marylanders 
with disabilities. His knowledge and 
insight were sought by governors, 
mayors, elected officials and 
individuals working to promote the 
rights and empowerment of people 
with disabilities so that they may 
lead productive, meaningful, and 
independent lives.” Myerberg was 
known to every Maryland governor 
since the days of Gov. Harry Hughes 
and served on the transition team 
when Gov. O’Malley and his 
predecessor Gov. Robert Ehrlich 
took office. Jody Myerberg was 
inducted into the BCC Hall of Fame 
in 2002 and was the son of the late 
Paul Myerberg BCC’34 and a 
brother of Neal P. Myerberg (Old 
Greenwich CT) BCC’59.  

 
Alumni Deaths 

 
BCC’29 

 John T. Ciesielski Sr. was only 
8 when his family moved from New 
Kensington PA to Baltimore. After 
graduating from BCC, Ciesielski 
sandwiched a 37-year career at 
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Aberdeen Proving Ground MD 
(testing and evaluating jeeps) around 
WWII U.S. Army service before 
retiring in 1974. At his death 
Ciesielski was 96. [Editor’s note: In 
our May 2006 edition we reported on the 
passing of Benjamin “Ben” Levin who 
then was said to be the last surviving 
member of the BCC Class of 1929. We 
may have spoken too soon as we have 
learned of the passing of two other class 
members since that “final” report. It is 
very possible there may be other 
members of that class still living.]  
 

BCC’30 
 Henry V. Rieger Sr. was unable 
to serve in the armed forces during 
WWII but instead produced award-
winning advertising campaigns for 
war support efforts and organized an 
air raid wardens program in his 
Govans neighborhood. An 
advertising executive for 65 years, 
Rieger had charge of advertising and 
promotions at the old Hub 
Department Store at Baltimore and 
Charles Streets before forming his 
Rieger Advertising Agency in 1950. 
Rieger relocated his agency to 
Somerset County (MD) 25 years ago 
and retired in 1997. He was the 
brother of Joseph F. Rieger 
BCC’41.  
 

BCC’31 
 George Missel, Jr. was born in 
Minneapolis MN but his family 
moved to Baltimore when he was a 
boy. A graduate of Johns Hopkins 
University, Missel worked at 
Bethlehem Shipyard at Sparrows 
Point and volunteered as an air raid 
warden during WWII. During a 
career in the printing service 
business, Missel was a principal in 
the Palmer and Missel Inc. and 
George Missel Inc. firms and 
consulted with Dulany-Verny Inc. A 
long-time resident of Severna Park 
MD, Missel was active in youth and 
community groups and was a 
founder and first president of North 
Anne Arundel Savings Bank in 
Pasadena MD. Missel was 96 and 

living with family at Sioux Falls SD 
at his death.  
 

BCC’32 
 Albert A. Kurland, M.D.  was 
born at Wilkes Barre PA but sent to 
live with relatives in Baltimore at a 
young age. A graduate of the 
University of Maryland ‘s School of 
Medicine, Dr. Kurland served his 
internship at old Sinai Hospital then 
located on North Broadway. Drafted 
in to the U.S. Army for WWII 
service, Dr. Kurland was decorated 
as a surgeon/captain attached to the 
3rd Army commanded by Gen. 
George S. Patton, Jr. After his 
discharge, Dr. Kurland returned 
home, finished his psychiatric 
training at Spring Grove State 
Hospital, and was named director of 
the Maryland Psychiatric Research 
Center located on Hospital grounds. 
There he conducted research of the 
effectiveness of several drugs – 
including LSD – in the treatment of 
various psychiatric conditions. After 
retiring from the Center in the early 
1980s, Dr. Kurland continued his 
research at the Taylor Manor 
Hospital located in Ellicott City MD. 
 

BCC’33 
 George O. Harris was a 
scholar/athlete while at City, served 
four years in the U.S. Marine Corps 
during the mid-1930s, and had WWII 
service as a petty officer assigned to 
the U.S. Navy shore patrol. After the 
War, Harris became an ATF agent 
with the U.S. Treasury Department 
and then worked as a U.S. Customs 
Service deputy collector and port 
captain. His second career was with 
GEICO Insurance and in 
investigation for other insurers. After 
retiring to Florida, Harris 
volunteered with the U.S. Coast 
Guard Auxiliary to teach safety 
courses and effect rescues in the 
Tampa Bay area. Harris moved back 
to the Salisbury MD area eight years 
ago.  
 

 

BCC’34 
 George Steiner took up the 
violin at age 5, conducted the BCC 
Orchestra at age 15, and earned an 
undergraduate degree at Johns 
Hopkins University and a master’s 
degree in music at Peabody 
Conservatory. After WWII service in 
the Pacific Theatre as a U.S. Navy 
radar operator, Steiner moved to the 
Washington DC suburbs where he 
played violin, served as 
concertmaster of the National 
Gallery Orchestra, and continued his 
music studies. Steiner went on to 
teach music at American University 
and George Washington University 
(where he founded the music 
department) and conduct the 
Alexandria (VA) Symphony. 
[Editor’s note: Many thanks to Daniel F. 
Borinsky Esq. CPA BCC’64 for 
forwarding a copy of the Washington 
Post newspaper obituary on George 
Steiner.] 
 

BCC’35 
 John W. “Bill” Joynes Sr. 
started in the newspaper business as 
a copy boy and police reporter before 
serving as a U.S. Navy Seabee 
operating in the South Pacific 
Theatre during WWII. Upon 
returning to civilian life, Joynes 
wrote popular feature columns like 
“Mr. Fixit” and edited the “Maryland 
Living” Sunday supplement for the 
old News American newspapers. 
Joynes also authored several books 
and was an active Boy Scouts of 
America troop leader for over three-
quarters of a century. 
 Leonard Whitehouse was 
attending City when he first started 
working at S. Schapiro & Sons used 
clothing company. After earning his 
law degree at University of 
Baltimore night school, Whitehouse 
served with the U.S. Army during 
WWII. After the War Whitehouse 
was co-founder of Schapiro & 
Whitehouse – a firm that specialized 
in used clothing and rags. 
Whitehouse’s specialty was buying 
second-hand garments, grading them, 
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and then selling them in West Africa 
and the Middle East. The firm – said 
to be the largest of its type in the 
country – remains in operation today 
and is known as Whitehouse & 
Schapiro.  
 

BCC’36 
 Albert Grant, M.D.  (nee 
Gubnitsky) earned under graduate 
and medical degrees at University of 
Maryland and interned at Lincoln 
Hospital in New York City. After 
being inducted into the U.S. Army, 
Dr. Grant treated patients on Saipan 
and in occupied Japan as a medical 
officer/captain with a U.S. Army 
infantry division. After his discharge 
Dr. Grant – as a cardiologist – served 
on-staff at the Veterans 
Administration Hospital in Louisville 
KY and Sinai Hospital in Baltimore, 
on the medical staff for the old B&O 
Railroad, and in private practice until 
retiring in 1984. Dr. Albert 
Grant/Gubnitsky was the brother of 
Herbert Gubnitsky BCC’47. 
 

BCC’37 
 Jerome N. Goldberg (who used 
the professional last name of “Guill”) 
worked as a Maryland State Police 
photographer prior to 1945 when he 
opened Guill Photos across from 
state police headquarters in 
Pikesville. During a 42-year career 
behind the camera, Goldberg/Guill 
shot photos of bar and bat mitzvahs, 
debutante balls, private school 
classes, show business stars 
appearing at the old Painters Mill 
Music Fair, sports legends, U.S. 
presidents, weddings, etc. 
Goldberg/Guill was also a founder of 
the old Baltimore County General 
Hospital (now known as Northwest 
Medical Center). 
 William R. Lenhard  earned 
degrees from Wharton School at the 
University of Pennsylvania and 
University of Maryland School of 
Law. Lenhard’s WWII service was in 
Europe and Africa as a captain with 
the U.S. Army’s Quartermaster 
Corps. After a time as a Baltimore 

City assistant state’s attorney, 
Lenhard established the Hallmark 
companies that dealt with law cases, 
real estate, and titles. 
 Sylvan J. Naron graduated from 
Johns Hopkins University and spent 
the early part of WWII helping build 
“flying boats” at the old Glenn L. 
Martin Co.’s Middle River plant. 
Drafted in 1944 for U.S. Army 
service, Naron was assigned to units 
in Europe. Upon his return home 
Naron worked as an accountant 
before becoming senior partner/ 
president of Naron & Wagner 
Chartered from which he retired in 
1990.  
 Francis C. “Tor” Tormollan 
VIII had his U.S. Naval Academy 
career ended by a football injury and 
his U.S. Navy career terminated by a 
serious lung problem. In between, 
Tormollan joined the first class of 
ROTC at the University of Texas and 
served on active duty at sea and in 
command and training positions 
during WWII and Korea until his 
1953 medical retirement. As a 
civilian again, Tormollan earned 
bachelors and masters engineering 
degrees at the University of Texas 
and joined Electro Mechanics Corp. 
as chief engineer. From 1963 until 
1981, Tormollan taught marine 
engineering as an associate professor 
at Texas A&M University-Galveston 
Campus. [Editor’s note: Francis 
Tormollan VIII actually died on August 
1, 2007 at age 90 and his ashes were 
scattered at sea. His widow Miriam 
recently sent us a copy of his obituary as 
printed in the Austin American 
Statesman newspaper.]  
 Edward F. “Slim” Wojnowski  
had a 41-year career at the old 
Rustless Iron and Steel Co. and its 
successor Armco Steel Corp. before 
retiring in 1982 as general manager 
of plant maintenance. Once a 
champion duckpin bowler, 
Wojnowski competed in tournaments 
and was ranked as the second best 
duckpin bowler in the country before 
a back injury curtailed his career. A 
former officer of the Polish Home 

Hall Corporation on South 
Broadway, Wojnowski still had 
charge of monthly dances there until 
a month before his death at age 89.  
 

BCC’38 
 Donald F. Collins graduated 
from the old Baltimore College of 
Commerce where he studied 
accounting before enlisting for 
WWII U.S. Navy service. After 
being stationed in the intelligence 
department at Norfolk VA and the 
Patuxent River Naval Air Station, 
Collins was eventually discharged 
with a service-connected disability. 
For over 60 years Collins provided 
accounting services to business, 
family, and individual clients all 
across Maryland.  
 Prof. Bernard “Bernie” 
Gorban taught modern languages at 
City College from 1947 through 
1970 and served as department head 
during the last nine years of his 
tenure. During the last several years 
Gorban was a regular and popular 
guest at the reunions of BCC classes 
from the era during which he taught.  
 Frank P. Jenkins’ WWII 
service was as a test pilot with the 
U.S. Army Air Corps. As an 
aeronautical engineer, Jenkins had a 
38-year career with the old Glenn L. 
Martin Co. and its successor Martin 
Marietta at plants in Middle River 
(MD) and Orlando (FL). From 1968 
until his death he resided at Maitland 
FL. 
 Louis J. Pratt Jr. M.D. earned 
an undergraduate degree at Loyola 
College and his medical doctorate at 
University of Maryland School of 
Medicine before enlisting for U.S. 
Army Air Corps Service during the 
final year of WWII. After his 
discharge, Dr. Pratt interned at the 
old St. Josephs Hospital on Caroline 
Street, worked as company physician 
for the old Emerson Drug Co., and 
established a private practice on 
Loch Raven Boulevard. For years 
Dr. Pratt volunteered at Well Baby 
Clinics and as team physician for the 
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Loch Raven High School football 
program before retiring in 1989.  
  

BCC’39 
 Anton T. “Tony” Glover  was a 
soccer teammate of Gov. William 
Donald Schaefer while at City. 
During WWII Glover served in the 
U.S. Navy as a gunner aboard the 
Joseph P. Bradley Liberty Ship. In 
1947 Glover joined the Baltimore 
City Police Department where he 
earned numerous commendations 
and decorations as a homicide squad 
detective, captain in charge of the 
Criminal Investigation Division, and 
commander of the Eastern District. 
When Glover retired in 1974 he was 
a Major/Deputy Chief in charge of 
operations in Patrol Area 1.  
 

BCC’40 
 Robert E. “Bob” Kerney  was 
raised in the Lake Montebello area 
near The Castle and served first in 
the U.S. Army Air Corps then in an 
armored division during WWII. 
After being discharged as a corporal, 
Kerney joined Parker Vanilla 
Products where he progressed up the 
executive ladder before retiring as 
company president four decades 
later. In retirement Kerney 
volunteered with the Service Corps 
of Retired Executives organized by 
the Small Business Administration. 
 Lt. Col. Joseph J. Maisch, Jr. 
MANG (Ret.) enlisted in the U.S. 
Army Air Corps for WWII service. 
As a 2nd lieutenant, Lt. Col. Maisch 
piloted P-51 fighters on 69 missions 
over Europe, shot down three 
German planes, and survived being 
shot down over Poland. In one 
mission Lt. Col. Maisch flew cover 
for a squadron of B-17 bombers - 
one of which was manned by his 
younger brother the late George R. 
Maisch BCC’41. On the way back 
to base, radio operator George 
Maisch survived when his bomber 
ditched in the North Sea. After his 
discharge, Lt. Col. Maisch joined the 
Maryland Air National Guard where 
he served over thirty years as an 

instructor/trainer until retiring in the 
late 1970s as deputy commander for 
operations of the 175th Tactical 
Fighter Group.  
 

BCC’41 
 Carl Cordara earned his law 
degree from the University of 
Baltimore. After spending some time 
in private practice, Cordara went to 
work for the Social Security 
Administration from which he 
retired. Cordara was also a life 
member of the Italian-American 
Civic Club. 
 Henry W.L. “Hank” Fricke, 
III  was a student manager for City’s 
undefeated and nationally ranked 
football squad in 1940. A University 
of Maryland graduate, Fricke retired 
as circulation manager after a 34-
year career with the Washington Post 
newspaper and as a founder of the 
Maplewood Youth Football program 
in Bethesda MD. [Editor’s note: 
Thanks to John I. Heise, Jr. BCC’41 for 
providing the above information.] 
 Frederick H. “Duke” 
Heiderman, Sr. was wounded while 
serving with the U.S. Army during 
WWII. After his discharge 
Heiderman joined the Baltimore City 
Police Department and attained the 
rank of lieutenant before retiring 
with 27-years service. In retirement 
Heiderman helped his sons establish 
their businesses – a medical waste 
disposal firm and the Hobbit 
Restaurant at Ocean City MD.  
 Constantine “Gus” Klosteridis 
served at U.S. Navy training 
facilities in Florida and New York 
during WWII. After the War, 
Klosteridis earned a degree from 
Loyola College and joined the 
family-owned Athens Baking Co. 
(later Automatic Rolls Inc.) that 
specialized in baking hamburger 
rolls. In 1970 Klosteridis and his son 
opened their award -winning Pizza 
Palazzo shop at Howard and Centre 
Streets near the building that housed 
City until 1927 and the old 
Greyhound bus terminal. That shop 
closed in 1988 when the building 

was condemned for light rail 
expansion. 
 

BCC’44 
 Daniel M. Fink played bugle in 
the old Maccabean Drum and Bugle 
Corps before enlisting for WWII US 
Army Service during which he took 
engineering courses at Virginia 
Polytechnic Institute and was an aide 
to the adjutant general. Upon 
returning home Fink completed 
earning his engineering degree at the 
University of Maryland and joined 
the old Dixie Waste Co. where he 
rose from bookkeeper to co-owner. 
At his death he was semi-retired 
from the firm that now is known as 
ABC Box Co. and deals in new and 
used corrugated containers. A co-
founder of the old Liberty Jewish 
Center (now known as Moses 
Montefiore Anshe Emunah 
Congregation), Fink was also a 
student of the American Civil War 
and Jewish geography.  
 

BCC’45 
 Milton Schlenhoff, M.D. 
excelled in basketball and track and 
held the state 220-yard dash record 
while a City senior. After serving as 
a U.S. Navy pharmacist’s mate, Dr. 
Schlenhoff completed pre-med and 
his medical doctorate at the 
University of Maryland. He retired in 
1985 after maintaining a practice 
from offices in Woodlawn and 
Reisterstown. In retirement Dr. 
Schlenhoff wintered each year at 
Boynton Beach FL. 
 

BCC’46 
 John C. Schmidt earned 
bachelor and master’s degrees at 
Johns Hopkins University before 
serving on-site in Korea as a U.S. 
Army sergeant writing and 
announcing for Armed Forces Radio. 
On returning home Schmidt worked 
as a writer at WMAR-TV before 
joining the Sun newspapers to write 
for the Sunday magazine and 
features sections. In 1956 Schmidt 
went to work at Baltimore Magazine

as an associate editor. At his 
retirement, Schmidt was employed at 
the Johns Hopkins University office 
of news and information where his 
duties included compiling alumni 
notes for Johns Hopkins Magazine. 
 Francis A. Veltre, D.D.S. 
earned degrees in microbiology and 
dentistry from the University of 
Maryland and served in the U.S. 
Marine Corps. For over 40 years Dr. 
Veltre operated a family practice in 
Linthicum Heights MD before 
retiring and moving to Cambridge 
MD. During his career Dr. Veltre 
also served as president of the 
Maryland Board of Dental 
Examiners and taught at the 
University of Maryland schools of 
Dentistry and Pharmacy.  
 

BCC’47 
 Samuel A. Hearn earned 
degrees in economics and law at the 
University of Maryland. After a time 
in private practice Hearn became 
associated with the family-owned 
Hearn-Morrill & Co. that offered 
construction and fire restoration 
services. In 1994 Hearn sold that 
firm but retained an interest in the 
Hearn Co. construction firm. 
 Alan D. Jung, D.D.S. was 
inducted for U.S. Army service while 
attending the University of 
Maryland. Discharged after a 5-year 
hitch, Dr. Jung earned his degree 
from the School of Dentistry and 
practiced for over 30-years from an 
office at Churchville in Harford 
County.  
 Paul L. Roxin, D.D.S. operated 
a family practice in Leonardtown 
MD and was active in planning his 
BCC Class reunions. 
 The Class of 1947 has also 
informed us of the deaths of Marvin 
Blumberg, Morton Edelstein, and 
Richard Nathanson. 
 

BCC’48 
 Frank R. Milio  was born in the 
Jonestown house that was later 
restored as the Star Spangled Banner 
Flag House and earned both bachelor 

and master’s degrees from the 
University of Maryland’s School of 
Pharmacy. While teaching at that 
school Milio also operated Milio’s 
Pharmacy on East Monument Street 
and founded Milio Brothers 
Chemical Laboratories to make skin 
care products. After closing his 
pharmacy Milio became an associate 
professor at Towson University 
where he mentored students and 
helped formulate a forensic 
chemistry program there before 
retiring four years ago.  
 

BCC’49 
 Burton M. Greenstein was a 
former attorney and real estate 
developer and the son of the late 
Edward A. Greenstein BCC’22. 
 Harold E. “Flea” Long  got 
married soon after graduating from 
City and enlisted in the U.S. Marine 
Corps where he attained the rank of 
sergeant. Long’s initial post-military 
employment was in sales with the old 
Western Maryland Dairy and the old 
Lucas Bros. stationery and business 
supply firm. After an unsuccessful 
run for the Maryland House of 
Delegates, Long worked as aide-de-
camp to three Baltimore County 
executives – Donald P. Hutchinson, 
Dennis F. Rasmussen, and Roger B. 
Hayden.  
 The BCC Class of 1949 has 
informed us of the death of their 
classmate Mishel Palees. 
 

BCC’51 
 James S. Brennan left his 
studies at the University of 
Maryland-College Park to serve with 
the U.S. Air Force during the Korean 
conflict. Brennan went on to work 
for over twenty years as a supervisor 
at the General Motors assembly 
plant. 
 

BCC’52 
 Charles Tsakalas was born in 
Weirton WV but his family moved to 
South Baltimore when he was a 
child. After serving in the U.S. Army 
and attending the University of 

Baltimore, Tsakalas joined his wife 
to open their first restaurant over 50 
years ago – G&C Grill. They went 
on to own and operate five Pebbles 
Carry Out shops and Tsakalas still 
operated Pebbles Pub on Security 
Boulevard in Woodlawn MD until 
retiring in 2000. As an avocation for 
over 40 years, Tsaklas operated 
charter sports fishing and deep-sea 
marlin tournament trips out of Ocean 
City MD on his powerboat Eleni 
Maria. 
 

BCC’53 
 James C. Henn served in the 
U.S. Army Reserves and attended 
Maryland Institute College of Art on 
a scholarship. After working for 
many years in the display department 
of old Hutzler Bros. and 
Montgomery Ward stores, Henn 
retired a quarter of a century ago as 
Ward’s district display manager. A 
long-time color guard member, Henn 
marched with the Silverliners, 
Hamilton Post #20 Yankee Rebels, 
and the old Baltimore Colts 
Marching Band and sang with the 
Chorus of the Chesapeake for 25 
years. [Editor’s note: Henn died many 
months ago but we misplaced a clipping 
of his newspaper obituary and only 
recently rediscovered it amongst our 
paperwork.] 
 

BCC’55 
 Prof. Malcolm A. Dutterer, Jr . 
taught geography, economics, and 
social studies and held administrative 
positions at Forest Park High School 
before retiring. Dutterer was founder 
of the Associated Congress of 
Baltimore City civics program and a 
former BCCAA president and an 
emeritus BCCAA board member. 
Former BCCAA president and 
incumbent BCCAA board member 
Kyriakos Marudas BCC’85 
remembered he first met Dutterer in 
1983 as a BCC sophomore. Marudas 
recalled Dutterer advised the 
program through which students 
learned about the political process 
and lobbied state legislators on 
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education matters. Marudas added, 
“…He also presented an even-keeled 
demeanor and offered words of 
wisdom…” As other services to 
students, Dutterer hosted study 
sessions at his home and bought a 
used white limousine to drive 
students to their proms and other 
events. 
 

BCC’56 
 Rev. Joseph R. Cunningham. 
Jr . earned degrees from Concordia 
Junior and Senior Colleges in Ft. 
Wayne IN and Concordia Seminary 
in St. Louis MO. Ordained as a 
pastor in the Missouri Synod of the 
Lutheran Church in 1965 at 
Immanuel Lutheran Church on Loch 
Raven Boulevard in Baltimore, 
Pastor Cunningham served as a 
missionary and established new 
churches in the Southeast and 
Midwest before retiring in 2004. 
Pastor Joseph Cunningham was the 
brother of Wilbur E. “Bill” 
Cunningham BCC’67 and a former 
BCCAA governor, and David M. 
Cunningham BCC’68. 
 

 
BCC’58 

 Capt. Arthur N. “Art” Rogers, 
III (USA Ret.) earned a bachelor’s 
degree at Morgan State University 
and two master’s degrees at Towson 
University. Commissioned into the 
U.S. Army in 1964, Capt. Rogers’ 
assignments included the Dominican 
Republic, two tours in Vietnam, and 
a time as adjutant of the Old Guard 
sentries at Arlington National 
Cemetery. It was in the latter 
capacity that Capt. Rogers 
commanded a detail assigned as 
casket guards for Sen. Robert F. 
Kennedy’s funeral train from New 
York City to Washington DC in 
1968. During his second tour in 
Vietnam in 1969 Capt. Rogers was 
gravely wounded when his jeep 
struck a roadside bomb. Those 
injuries – that hospitalized Capt. 
Rogers for two and one-half years 
and necessitated 100 surgeries – 

included a head wound, amputation 
of his right leg and part of his left 
leg, and burns over 50% of his body. 
During the final four decades of his 
life – although confined to a 
wheelchair – Capt. Rogers taught at 
Towson University for several years 
and served on many Baltimore 
County boards and commissions.  
 George S. Salabes earned an 
architectural degree at Cornell 
University and served in the U.S. 
Army. A co-founder of Nelson-
Salabes Architects with offices in 
Towson MD, Salabes specialized in 
designing office and mid-rise 
apartment building projects.  
  

BCC’60 
 Paul H. Bauer had a 32-year 
career with the U.S. Postal Service 
during which his assignments 
included terms as postmaster at both 
Oakland and Frederick MD. In 
retirement, Bauer resided at 
Middletown MD and worked as a 
teacher’s aide in Frederick County 
schools.  
 

BCC’63 
 Mark P. Cohen graduated from 
University of Maryland-College Park 
and sold men’s clothing at the 
family-owned Sam Glass & Sons 
store while earning his degree from 
the University’s School of Law. 
Cohen worked for 34 years – 13 of 
them as head of the homicide 
division – in the Baltimore City 
State’s Attorney’s office. Over that 
period it was Cohen who prosecuted 
hundreds of murder cases – many of 
them high profile. Judges, police 
officers, and especially the defense 
attorneys he matched wits with 
admired Cohen’s professionalism.  
 

BCC’75 
 Abraham W. Simpson played 
football, track, and chess while at 
City. A graduate of what’s now 
known as Towson University, 
Simpson prepared income tax returns 
before working as a computer 
technician for AAI Corporation in 

Cockeysville MD and Compucharts. 
After 20-years in the computer field, 
Simpson changed careers to sell cars 
for area dealerships and became 
more active in his church – 
Macedonia Baptist. [Editor’s note: 
Thanks to Edwin Franze BCC’75 – who 
spoke at his classmate’s Victory 
Celebration – for providing printed 
information on Simpson’s death.] 
 

Deaths of Those Who 
Attended BCC 

 
 Howard L. Muhl, Jr. (79) left 
BCC to join the U.S. Marines and 
was wounded in action during the 
Korean Conflict. Judge Muhl went 
on to work as a city policeman, 
attorney, and police court magistrate. 
 Louis Rankin (96) left his studies 
at City to help support his family. 
Rankin went on to manage an A&P 
Store before managing the Eddie’s 
Supermarket in Roland Park for 34 
years. 
  

Other Deaths 
 Prof. Arthur L. Long, Jr. Lt. Cdr. 
USN (Ret.) served as a physical 
trainer for U.S. Navy and Marine 
Corps pilots during WWII and Korea 
and taught history at City from 1955 
through 1969. 
 Edward J. Shannon Jr. graduated 
from the night school housed in the 
Castle, served in Korean conflict as a 
U.S. Marine, and worked for 35 
years as a BGE technician. 
 Prof. Donald L. Zimmerman (83) 
taught science and technology at City 
from 1961 through 1966. 
 

BCC Docs Honored by UMAB 
Medical Alumni 

 The first presentation of the 
Honor Award & Gold Key of the 
Medical Alumni Association of the 
University of Maryland, Inc., 
occurred in 1948. Since then one out 
of five recipients has been a graduate 
of the Baltimore City College. 
Baltimore City College Hall of Fame 
members among those recipients are 
Ephraim T. Lisansky, M.D., 
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BCC’30 and Louis R. Caplan, 
M.D., BCC’54, uncle and nephew.  
 Last year’s recipient of the 
Honor Award & Gold Key was 
Donald H. Gilden, M.D., BCC’55. 
Gilden has been Louise Baum 
Professor and the Chair of the 
Department of Neurology at the 
University of Colorado‘s School of 
Medicine in Denver. He sub-
specializes in multiple sclerosis and 
CNS infectious diseases and has 
published more than 270 papers, 
reviews, and book chapters. 
 Listing all recipients, a large cast 
bronze plaque has been prominently 
positioned inside historic Davidge 
Hall, at Lombard and Greene Streets 
on the campus of the University of 
Maryland at Baltimore. The Greek 
Revival-style architecture was 
erected in 1812 by the faculty of 
what now is known as the UMAB 
School of Medicine. As one of the 
most significant and imposing 
buildings in Baltimore, Davidge Hall 
has been named a National Historic 
Landmark by the U.S. Department of 
the Interior and identified as the 
oldest medical teaching facility still 
in use for that purpose in the 
Northern Hemisphere.

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Yale Gordon Philanthropy 
 

 The legacy of Julius Yale 
Gordon BCC’26 continues to 
nurture the artistic and academic 
environment of Baltimore 25 years 
after his death in 1984. 
 For the Peabody Institute, 
Gordon established an endowment 
that funds the annual Yale Gordon 
Competition. To encourage the 
development of talented young 
musicians, a cash prize, a 
performance with an orchestra, and 
solo appearances at Shriver Hall, on 
the Johns Hopkins University 
campus, and other venues are 
awarded to the competition winner. 
In addition, he helped an enormous 
number of students with financial 
support, sometimes quite privately 
and unofficially. To perpetuate this 
assistance to eligible students and 
young alumni, the Yale Gordon Trust 
established a career development 
fund in 1986. 
 During his lifetime, Yale Gordon 
also was known for sponsoring the 
Baltimore performances of a number 
of internationally recognized artists. 
 In 1982, Gordon became the 
largest alumni donor to his higher 
education alma mater, the University 
of Baltimore, when he contributed a 
quarter-million dollars. UB 
recognized his support with the 
naming of the Yale Gordon College 
of Liberal Arts. 
 At the Jewish Community Center 
in Owings Mills, Maryland, the 
Gordon Center for the Performing 
Arts opened in 1995. The Yale 
Gordon Trust was a funding source 
for the venue. 
 

Has the “Johnny Mann 
Mystery” been solved? 

 
A while ago – after hearing that the 
late Prof. Blanche Bowlsbey (BCC 
Hall of Fame professor) had taught 
successful musician Johnny Mann – 
we wondered aloud if Mann had 

attended City College. That inquiry 
drew the following response: 
 
Dear Editor, 
 
Just received the Dec-Jan 2008 issue 
of Newsletter. On Page 4 you ask: 
“Can You Supply the Clue to 
Unravel a BCC Musical Mystery?” 
Answer: I think so. 
 
I graduated from BCC in June 1947 
and immediately entered the brand 
new, economical BALTIMORE 
JUNIOR COLLEGE that was 
recently established and installed in 
the third floor of “The Castle on the 
Hill.” Mrs. Bowlsbey was installed 
to teach music courses and establish 
a college choir at BJC of which I 
became a member.  
 
I recall that during the BJC years – 
not my BCC years – there was a BJC 
student who often went to the 
auditorium on the first floor to play 
the piano – like a pro. He was really 
good. And his name was Johnny 
Mann. We were classmates, but 
unfortunately for me, not close 
friends. John was tall, slim, blond, 
handsome, talented with a pleasing 
personality, and a student at 
Baltimore Junior College. Through 
the years, whenever I heard the name 
Johnny Mann I told my family that he 
went to BJC at the same time I did. 
 
This is my recollection. I believe my 
recollection is correct and I hope is 
helpful in answering your question 
stated above and perhaps sending 
you in the right direction in your 
search for more information. 
 
Please keep up your good work.

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Who was Charles Marquis 
Warren? 

 
 Charles Marquis Warren 
BCC’30 (1912-1990) started writing 
for student stage productions while 
still attending City. Warren met and 
became a close friend and protégé of 
the noted novelist and short story 
writer F. Scott Fitzgerald (1896-
1940) who resided in Baltimore at 
that time. Soon Warren relocated to 
Hollywood CA where he gained 
fame as a television director, 
producer, and writer. He wrote for 
the old Playhouse 90 series and 
penned the pilot script for the 
Gunsmoke western series with James 
Arness as star. Warren went on to 
direct, produce, and write numerous 
critically acclaimed episodes of 
Gunsmoke. In 1958 Warren created 
another western series – Rawhide – 
and cast a relatively unknown actor 
Clint Eastwood (portraying Rowdy 
Yates) as one of the stars. Three 
years later in 1961, Warren created 
yet another popular series – The 
Virginian that starred James Drury. 
Later Warren produced Iron Horse 
with Dale Robertson as star. 
 

Another BCC Success 
Story 

 
 Col. Nicholas C. Nicholas 
USAF (Ret.) BCC’47 was orphaned 
at age 8 and was living on his own 
without a guardian when he entered 
City at age 15. Col. Nicholas credits 
Judge Charles B. Moylan Sr., several 
of his teachers at City, and friends 
like famed Sun newspaper 
photographer A. Aubrey Bodine and 
his wife Nancy for paving the way 
for his later success in life. After 
earning a degree at the University of 
Maryland, Col. Nicholas enlisted in 
the U.S. Air Force where he served 
for more than 34 years before retiring 
as chief of the Air Force Biomedical 
Science Corps. Among Col. 
Nicholas’s many honors are  

mentions in both “Who’s Who in 
America” and “Who’s Who in the 
World”. These days Col. Nicholas 
lives in retirement at Ft. Worth TX 
and is a regular contributor to the 
BCCAA Annual Fund.  
 

Let’s Set the Record 
Straight 

 
 In its November 2007 edition, 
Philadelphia magazine reported that 
the 111-year-old Thanksgiving Day 
football rivalry between 
Philadelphia’s Northeast and Central 
high schools was the longest ongoing 
series between public high schools in 
the nation. That claim provoked the 
following response (published as a 
letter to the editor in December 
2007) from Ralph L. Rosnow

Who Knew? 
 

Although they have been competing 
in football since 1897, Northeast vs. 
Central [Pulse November] is not 
actually “the longest ongoing high-
school rivalry in the nation.” In 
Baltimore, City vs. Poly is the oldest 
continuous football rivalry in the 
country, going back to 1888. In the 
mid-1960s, George Young, who 
taught history at City and later 
became general manager of the New 
York Giants, coached the City 
football team, the Knights. 
Philadelphia’s Central High (which 
was started in 1838, a year before 
City) may have been the inspiration 
for the fact that in 1850, City was 
also called “Central High School.” 
In 1866, City was renamed Baltimore 
City College, but (like Central High 
in Philadelphia) has always been a 
public high school. Poly stands for 
Baltimore Polytechnic Institute, 
which was founded in 1883 as the 
“Baltimore Manual Training School.

 The grant application created by 
the BCCAA is made available only 
from the Office of the BCC 
Principal. To guarantee that the BCC 
Principal has been made aware of the 
request, his or her signature must 
appear on the application submitted 
to the BCCAA board. However, the 
signature of the BCC Principal does 
not convey an administration 
endorsement of the request for 
BCCAA financial support. 
 
 For an application to be 
considered, the applicant must 
present the request in person at a 
BCCAA monthly meeting. Using the 
Alumni Line 410-366-4099, answers 
to questions concerning the 
preparation of the application may be 
obtained from the BCCAA President 
or Treasurer. To allow time for 
proper consideration, the text of 
application mandates that the request 
must be presented to the BCCAA 
board no less than two meetings 
before the deadline for funding. The 
BCCAA Board meets the first school 
day Monday of the month.
